« Keep to the right side of traffic

and in a single file.

*  Use hand signals for any move-

ment in traffic.

*  Be bright at night—wear bright

colors and reflectors.

* Be cautious of storm drains, wet

pavement and gravel.

®  Watch out for drivewsys and

parked cars—especially people
opening car doors.

*  Stop and check for traffic before

entering any roadway.

*  Never canry a passenger ona
one seater bike.
